Student User Agreement

Use of Educational Technology Resources—Policy INDB-E
(Safe and Responsible Use of Electronic Information Services)

Please read this document carefully. When signed it becomes a binding agreement.

The Flagstaff Unified School District may provide Electronic Information Services (EIS) to qualified students who attend District
schools. Each Student User of the EIS will be required to signandreturn an EIS user’s agreement to their school. EISincludes District
computers, mobiledevices and any other computer-accessible Districtsource ofinformation. To assurethatthe EISis usedinan
appropriatemanner and for the educational purposes intended, the Districtwill require students who use the EIS to followits policy,
guidelines and procedures for appropriateuse. Anyone who misuses,abuses, or chooses not to followthe EIS guidelines and
procedures may be denied access to the District’s EISand may be subjectto disciplinaryactioninaccordancewith established FUSD
disciplinary policy up to and including expulsion for students.

Acceptable use of the EIS requires that the use of the resources be in accordance with the following guidelines and support the
educational goals of the District.

Student users must:

e Use FUSD Electronic Information Services for educational purposes only.

e Agree notto submit, publish, display or knowingly retrieve any material that is not school-appropriate. Material thatis
generallyavailablein printand other media inthe library or classroomsets the standard for acceptability.

e Abide by all copyrightand trademark laws and regulations.

e Not reveal their home address or personal phone numbers of themselves or others unless authorized to do so by designated
school authorities.

e Understand that not all electronic mail or directelectronic communicationis privateand may be read and monitored by
school-employed persons in compliancewith applicablestateand federal law.

e Not use the network inanyway that would disruptthe use of the network by others.

e Not usethe EIS for commercial gain (including hardware, software and e-mail).

e Not attempt to damage, modify, or destroy districthardware or software, or interfere with system security and district
servers.

e Agree to not engage incyber-bullying. More resources on cyber bullying can befound at:

e Not modify computer settings - for example: add or delete icons, changewallpaper, etc.

e Not compromise the web filter to access blocked pages.

e Immediately informteacher/lab attendant if restricted information/pages are mistakenly accessed.

e Onlyusetheir own student accountand not sharetheir accountwith others.

e Understand that anyone who misuses, abuses, or chooses not to follow the EIS guidelines and procedures will bedenied
access tothe District’s EISand may be subjectto disciplinary up toand includingexpulsion for students.

The Districtmaylogthe useof all systems and monitor all systemutilization.Itshould beknown and understood thatany andall
information on the FUSD network, with the exception of student records, is not deemed private unless so designated by applicable
state or federal law or other District Policies. Accounts may be closed and inappropriatefiles may be deleted. The Districtis not
responsiblefor anyserviceinterruptions,changes, or consequences. The Districtreserves the right to establishrules and regulations
as necessary for the efficient operation of the EIS. The Districtdoes not assumeliability for information retrieved via EIS, nor does it
assumeany liability for anyinformation lost, damaged, or unavailable due to technical or other difficulties. All Districtcomputers
includingthosewith Internet access will comply with A.R.S. 34-502 (enacted, 1999), which requires public schoolstolimitaccessto
materials thatare harmful to minors.

Any disciplinary action chosenshall be consistent with the severity of the violation. Frequency of EIS violationsmay also betaken
into account. In responseto intentional maliciousacts, possiblefinancialreparations may be imposed. Other actions taken shall be
hierarchicalin nature,inaccordancewith established FUSD disciplinary policy.

All potential users of FUSD’s EIS must sign this agreement and return it to their school prior to accessing EIS. In signingthe
agreement, the student agrees to be bound by its terms. Ifthe agreement is notsigned or returned to the school, the student will
not be permitted to use districtEISresources. Ifthe terms of the agreement change, all students will beexpected to signthe revised
policy. Failuretosignthe revised policy mayresultin denial or revocation or EIS privileges.
